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Student engagement represents two critical features of collegiate quality. The first is the amount of time and effort
students put into their studies and other educationally purposeful activities. The second is how institutional resources,
courses, and other learning opportunities facilitate student participation in activities that matter to student learning.
FSSE surveys faculty who teach at least one undergraduate course in the current academic year. This Snapshot is a
concise collection of key findings from your institution’s FSSE 2015 administration. We hope this information
stimulates discussions about the undergraduate experience. Additional details about these and other results appear in the
Frequencies and FSSE-NSSE Combined reports.

High-Impact Practices

student learning and retention, special
undergraduate opportunities are
designated "high-impact." The first figure
at right compares the percentage of your
faculty who believed it was "Very
important" or "Important"” for
undergraduates at your institution to
participate in High-Impact Practices
before they graduate.
